The cooccurrences analysis

 Allows the study of the relations between elements in a
speech, unlike other techniques which are limited to
mentioning the absence or presence of certain elements.

 This technique is based on the idea that the simultaneous
presence of several elements in the same context unit
constitutes an index of a relationship between these
elements.

e Thus, to detect possible relationships, we must identify
the elements going together in the same fragment of
speech.



The cooccurrences analysis
(Guimelli, 2003)

1. choose the units of analysis (opinions, attitudes or
stereotypes);

2. choose context units.

3. calculate cooccurrences and create the cooccurrence
matrix;

4. present results: the model (diagram) of significant
cooccurrences;

5. interpret results.
